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 Not to be confused with Joseph (Big Joe) born 10/10/1790 and m.Sarah

Stewart and later Matilda Lindel.  This Joseph was b.5/8/1896, m.Ruth Ransom and
became a Brigider General in the U.S. Army.  This Joseph was responsible for the
majority of the genealogical work done on the NICKELL lineage.

Data for this "GENEALOGY" has been compiled from information obtained from

various sources; legal documents; court records; personal interviews and

correspondence with countless individuals in many states and Alaska, extending

over a period of some sixty (60) years.  All names, dates, places, and other

pertinent data have been duly authenticated and this record is as complete and

accurate as the information available would permit or the author was able to

secure after diligent efforts to do so.  I submit it for the consideration of

those members of the "NICKELL CLAN" who might be interested in learning more of

their early ancestors - as was I - than the available information furnished and

this was the motive that prompted me to undertake such an exhaustive research over

such a long period of time.

acquainted as a young man with each of the early "NICKELL" families who settled in

Morgan County, and furnished a great deal of the information used in this record. 

Without the invaluable aid --- assistance and information furnished by those

enumerated above - and numerous others - whose names and contributions I do not

now - (February 8, 1972) recall - this "GENEALOGY" could not have been prepared.

The progenitor of this particular branch of the "NICKELL FAMILY" in America

was: JOHN NICKELL, I., born 1728 Bedomy, Tyrone County, Ulster Province, Northern

Ireland, of Scotch descent, Protestant faith, and whose forefathers settled in

Northern Ireland shortly after the "GLORIOUS REVOLUTION" of 1688.  When William of

Orange, president of the then Dutch Republic of Holland who had married Mary - one

of the daughters of the then "KING JAMES" Catholic King of England - landed with

14,000 on the shore of Torbay, Devonshire, England and overthrew the CATHOLIC KING

JAMES (II).

The English Parliament placed a Protestant King and Queen -"WILLIAM of ORANGE" and

his wife "MARY" - Protestant daughter of the exiled KING JAMES - on the throne and

established the Protestant religion as the official @@th of the British Empire. 

The exact date of the birth of JOHN, I in 1728 is not known, but in 1749 he

settled on a 400 acre farm he had purchased from William & Mary King, his wife,

November 27, 1749, "on a branch of Cathey's River - called Moffet's Branch - about

10 miles northwest of the present city of Staunton, Virginia.  Deed was recorded

November 30, 1749, in Deed Book  2 , Page 395, Augusta County, Virginia, Deed

Records.  Exact date of the death of JOHN, I is unknown on March 24, 1765, he made

his will (copy of which is attached to page    of this document) witnessed by

"JAMES REABURNE & ALEXANDER BLAIR" - and "at a court continued and held for

Augusta County, August 17, 1774, this Last Will & Testament of JOHN NICKELL,

deceased, was proven by the oaths of the witnesses thereto and ordered to be

recorded."  Presumably he died sometime in 1774 and shortly before the will was

offered for probate.  JOHN, I married "BARBARA McCOMBE" daughter of REBEKAH YOUNG

McCOMBE and granddaughter of JOHN YOUNG, JR., but exact date or place of birth,

marriage to JOHN, and birth are unknown, but in paragraph II, of his will he

states: "I give and bequeath, to BARBARA, my dearly beloved wife, the lower end of

the said plantation during her widowhood, etc. etc.  This clearly establishes the

fact of their marriage.  On AUGUST 18, 1760 "JOHN NICKELL & BARBARA", his wife,

convey to his "eldest son, JOHN NICKELL", for five pounds sterling, 250 acres on

Moffett's Branch, Middle River of the Shenendoah, be a part of the 400 acre

plantation conveyed to JOHN, I. by William King and wife, NOVEMBER 27, 1749"  On

AUGUST 15, 1780 "BARBARA NICKELL", widow of JOHN NICKELL, SR., JOSEPH

NICKELL,I.,and ELIZABETH, his wife; ISAAC NICKELL AND MARGARET, his wife, all of

Greenbrier County, Virginia, for TEN THOUSAND (10,000) pounds current money of

Virginia, convey to ANDREW NICKELL, 150 acres, their part of the 400 acres

conveyed to JOHN NICKELL, SR., in 1749 (by William King & wife) and devised by the

said JOHN NICKELL, SR. in his will.  JOSEPH, I. and ISAAC, being two of the

children of JOHN, SR. & BARBARA.  This further substantiates the truth of the

marriage of JOHN, I. and BARBARA MCCOMBE.  In his will, JOHN, SR. refers to "HIS

WIFE, BARBARA; his eldest son, JOHN;  & sons ISAAC, JOSEPH, & THOMAS - and to

ELIZABETH, my daughter."  No reference to ANDREW but it is logical to assume that

he - too - was a son of JOHN and BARBARA.  The exact date of arrival of JOHN, I.,

in America is not known, but could have been between 1745 and 1749, when he

purchased the 400 acre farm from William King & wife.  It is quite likely that he

met and married BARBARA McCOMBE between the date of his arrival in America and the

purchase of the farm in 1749, as he would have then been only 21 years old.  Hence

no record is available of the place of birth, marriage to JOHN, or date of death

of BARBARA (though she was living in Greenbrier County, Virginia, August 15, 1780

- when she and her sons JOSEPH & ISAAC conveyed the remainder of the 400 acre farm

to "ANDREW NICKELL") - it is reasonable to assume that she was living in Virginia

and in the vicinity of Staunton, Augusta County, Virginia, when she and JOHN were

married.  She probably died and is buried in Greenbrier County, (now West

Virginia).  JOHN, I. and Barbara, were the parents of seven (7) children, as

follows:

JOSEPH, I. married, first: presumably in Greenbrier County, Virginia (now West

Virginia) in 1769 or 1770 - ELIZABETH FOWLER, daughter of ROBERT and ANNE FOWLER

whose place of birth, date, marriage to JOSEPH, I., are unknown but she died in

Montgomery County, Kentucky, on Lullbegrud Creek, about 1825.  On August 15, 1780,

JOSEPH and his wife ELIZABETH; his mother, BARBARA (widow of JOHN, Sr.) and his

brother ISAAC and wife MARGARET, join in a Deed conveying to his brother - ANDREW

NICKELL - the remainder of the 400 acre farm in Greenbrier owned by JOHN, Sr., at

the time of his death in 1774.  In 1782 JOSEPH, I. was living in Greenbrier

County, Virginia, enlisted in (the) Virginia Military.  See "MILITARY RECORDS OF

JOHN, Sr." his sons, JOSEPH, I.; ISAAC; ROBERT; THOMAS and ANDREW, on a separate

sheet attached to this record.  In 1788, JOSEPH and ELIZABETH were living on a 165

acre farm they owned on Second Creek, Greenbrier County, Virginia, which they sold

to NELSON JAMES. In 1789 - following the sale of their farm - JOSEPH, I. and

ELIZABETH - together with their three children - JOHN, III; ISAAC and daughter

MARY, migrated to Kentucky, and settled, first; on Tate's Creek in what is now

Madison County, Kentucky, and was one of the signers of a Petition from the

Settlers of Tate's Creek, on the Kentucky River, for Inspection of Tobacco, and

states that a convenient place for inspection is on the land of MICHAEL BEDINGER,

just below the mouth of Tate's Creek.  Presumably JOSEPH, I, and ELIZABETH were

living here when their fourth child = "JOSEPH, II (Big Joe) was born January 10,

1790 - the first "NICKELL" born on Kentucky soil.  A sister - ELIZABETH - was born

afterwards but exact date of her birth is unknown.  This makes five (5) children

born to JOSEPH, I. and ELIZABETH FOWLER NICKELL.  About 1825 - ELIZABETH died in

Montgomery County, Kentucky. After the death of ELIZABETH - JOSEPH, I. married a

second time - but the name of his second wife - place and date of birth - death

and marriage to JOSEPH, I. are unknown - but presumably she was a STEWART - as he

refers in his will - dated June 16, 1829 - to "JACOB STEWART".  JOSEPH, I. and his

second wife were the parents of a son - JAMES - who was an infant of two and one-

half (2½) years when JOSEPH, I. died in 1829.  No further record of JAMES is

available.  On July 17, 1792 - JOSEPH, I. - buys from BENJAMIN HARRISON and MARY,

his wife, of the County of Bourbon, and State of Virginia, (this was immediately

prior to the admittance of Kentucky into the Union in 1792) two hundred fourteen

and one-half (214½) acres of land, lying and being in the County of Bourbon on the

west fork of Stoner Creek.  This Deed is recorded in Deed Book "B", Page 284,

Bourbon County, Kentucky, Deed Records, Paris, Kentucky.  Just how long JOSEPH, I.

and ELIZABETH lived there is unknown, but in 1825 they were living on a farm they

owned on Lullbegrud Creek, Montgomery County, Kentucky, where ELIZABETH died.

The Military Record of Sgt. JOSEPH NICKELL, II., (BIG JOE), a veteran of the War

of 1812, follows:

"The records of this office show that JOSEPH NICKELL served in the War of

1812, as a Sergeant in Captain Archibald Morrison's Company of Infantry, 13th,

Regiment Kentucky Militia, attached May 7, 1813, to 10th Regiment Kentucky

Militia, commanded by Lieutenant Colonel William E. Boswell.  His service

commenced March 29, 1813; was taken in battle May 5, 1813, was paroled and landed

at the mouth of Huron River, Canada, about May 14, 1813.  His service ended

September 28, 1813.  The records show that one JOSPEH DESHA (who afterwards became

Governor of Kentucky, AND AFTER WHOM "BIG JOE" named two of his sons - JOHN DESHA

and JOSEPH DESHA) served as a Major General of Kentucky Volunteers."
